TUITION FEES 07-08
The University of London LLB (Hons) External Law Degree

For student intake in 2007 there is a special
promotional offer on the tuition fees for overseas
students on our full time sixteen hours per week
courses - only £3000 for a years tuition.

2007 will see significant changes to the financial support packages available, making higher education available to many more people. In the past the
Government has set all University undergraduate Home/EU full-time tuition fees at a standard rate. However, from 2007 all universities will be allowed to
set their own 'variable' fees; the level being capped at £3,000 per year for home students for at least the first three years of operation. The London College
of Law has taken the decision to charge home undergraduate students £1,500 per year tuition fees, which is lower than some mainstream
universities which charge up to £3,000 per year for home students and £8,000 for overseas students. Particularly taking into account the fact
that candidates can earn while they learn as classes are available on weekends and evenings as well as during the day time on weekdays.

The lower fees The London College of Law is charging are a reflection of our wish to attract students from a wide range of backgrounds, invest in their
education, improve their chances of success and help them into good jobs after graduation. The London College of Law’s aim is to ensure that fees are not
so high as to deter potential applicants from coming to higher education.

Fees will go into improving facilities for our students - allowing better staff/student ratios, more computers and online library materials and more work on
employability and placing our students, especially those from ethnic minorities, into good jobs.

PAYMENT OF FEES
The London College of Law accepts payment of fees in a number of forms:

- Cheques - These must be made payable to The Paralegal Charity (which trades under the name of London College of Law)
- Cash

10% - introductory offer - For every student that you introduce to the program, you will get 10% of the total course fees deducted from your fees. Please note that this
is only payable upon receipt of full payment of the tuition fees from the referred student.

10% discount

Students may receive a discount on their tuition fees if they make full payment at the time of registration (this does not apply to payments made by tuition fee loans).
Cheques are an acceptable form of payment. However, if not honoured on the first presentation, the gross fee together with a £25 penalty charge is payable. This
discount is not applied to any other fees (e.g. registration with The University of London/ Institute of Legal Executives (ILEX)/ City & Guilds, etc.). Payment for full-time
one-year programmes will receive the discount only if the full annual fee for the programme is paid at the time of registration (this does not apply to payments made
by tuition fee loans). The charge for the whole year of study relates to the fee when registering at the start of the programme. Students should note that the discount
will only apply to fees received on the day of registration, which is no later than 30 October 2007. If a student’s programme does not start on either of these main dates
the discount will only apply if paid or sent within 4 weeks of the start of the programme. The discount applies only to tuition fees and after all other discounts have been
deducted.

Please note that the students must submit their application forms to The University of London by 17" September for overseas students and by 17" October for Home
Students at a cost of £49 (this is non-refundable).

HOME STUDENT - Anyone who is resident in the United Kingdom (U.K) permanently or a member of ECC as defined by U.K government. Students who
have been resident in the UK/ECC for three years without time limit on the passport.

A minimum of a third of the yearly fees must be made prior to commencement of the course.

(eg a home student paying £1,500 will have to pay £500 prior to the commencement of the course. An overseas student paying £3,000 will have to pay
£1,000 prior to the commencement of the course)
